Sycamore Hills Pool Rules

For everyone’s safety and enjoyment, please follow the rules below:

Supervision & Safety

Children 13 and under must be accompanied by someone 18+ who remains on-site.
Children under 7 or 45” tall must have an adult in the water within arm’s reach.

The pool may not be used unless a lifeguard is on duty.

Diving allowed only from main pool boards—no flips, back dives, or tricks.

Lane lines are for lap swimmers only.

No horseplay, running, foul language, or other inappropriate behavior.

Hygiene & Health

Shower with soap before entering the pool.

Individuals with communicable diseases may not enter the water.
Swim diapers are required for children who are not potty-trained.
No spitting, urinating, or nose-blowing in the pool.

Attire & Equipment

e Proper swimwear is required. No inflatable toys, water wings, inner tubes, or rafts.
e Kickboards, noodles, fins, and snorkels allowed only when properly used in lap
lanes.

Food, Drink & Conduct

No food, gum, or drinks on the pool deck or in the water. No glass containers.
Smoking, alcohol, and drugs are not permitted.

Animals are not allowed, except for service animals.

No skateboards, rollerblades, or ball play in the pool area.

General Policies

e No bullying, harassment, or threats - violators will be removed and/or banned.
e All patrons must follow staff instructions.
e The Town of Avon is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged items.

Lifeguards enforce rules at their discretion. Rules are subject to change without
notice. Management reserves the right to remove anyone who violates these rules.
Admission fees are non-refundable.
